The dairy average slipped a couple of pence this
week but with a big entry of plainer cows the trade was
actually stronger for the types on offer. This was provided
by a local vendor with a Friesian weighing in at 860kg and
selling to 120p to achieve £1,032.

Suckler cows topped the sale at 148.5p with a
Limousin from Messrs Grahams Agriculture, Mickle Trafford
weighing in at 560kg to achieve £831.60. The same
vendor had a run of cattle at 135p, 136.5p, 138p and
138.5p.

Bulls topped out at 127p for a Charolais weighing
924kg to total £1,173.48. Top bull in the lump achieved

Buerton.

Clean cattle topped out at 148p for an Aberdeen
Angus steer from Messrs S. & S. Brain, Stoke-On-Trent
weighing 708kg to gross £1,047.84.
